Before using the eleciric

. please ding to the following method to charge the battery.

1. Plug the battery charger into the appropriate AC voltage power supply. The charging indicator light will be green.

2. The positive negative pole of the battery box is marked on the same side if the battery pack with the corresponding
electrode on the charger.

3. When the battery box is inserted at the end of the charger, the charger indicator light will be turned into red, and the

charging p will be charged. Has-been kept stable light state.

4. When the charging indicator lights from red to green, said charging cycle is completed.

5. After charging, please unplug the power plug from the power supply.

Be careful:

* Battery charger Is only supplied to the battery box of the original plant, do not use it for other purposes or use it to
other fact sofb ies. When charging the new battery pack for a leng time,it may not be enough.

* If you have just used the tool or a long time in the direct sunlight or heat source near the charge of the battery

charging, charging indicator light will be lit and green will not change color. At this point please wait a mement, when

the battery box cooling will start charging.
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Operation of the screw
Be careful

Drilling operation

Drill holes in metal
At the beginning of the drilling, in order to prevent bit skidding. Available a sharp punch and hammer on the mater
plate to boring place to make a mark in mind, Then the drill tip is drilled into the drill hole in the mark.

Be careful
Too much grip too; can not accelerate the drilling speed. This excessive pressure can only play a role in damage to
the tip of the drill, not conducive to the operation of tools, reduce the tool's life. In the whale when drilling
through, will produce the force | impact tool bit.

When the drill bit Is stuck it only needs to put the reverse switch on the reverse rotation position, and then back

down, you can take out. However, if you do not haold the tool the tool may suddenly quit. When the processing .work

is very small, must use a vise or other clamping of the clamping tool.

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preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.
Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Fower tools are dangerous in the hands of

untrained users.

Maintain powertools and ies. Check for misali orbinding of ing parts, break- age
of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool's operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired befora use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools,

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less
likely to bind and are easier toconirol,

Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions, taking into
account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power toal for operations
different from those intended could result in a hazardous situation.

Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean and free from oil and grease. Slippery handles and
grasping surfaces do not allow for safe handling and control of the tool in unexpected situations.
